Course Overview: This course is a survey of World literature with a strong emphasis on the philosophies and cultures which produced it.  We will also be working on vocabulary, writing / rhetorical skills, and the basic grammatical skills needed to communicate effectively.  We will also prepare for the FSA which we will take in mid-February (writing) and mid-April (reading).
Required Texts:
The school will provide all novels and plays for the students; however, it 
is very helpful to have your own copy to annotate, so if you can purchase your own, I highly recommend it. 
Required Materials:  A 3 ring binder with folder (w/pockets), plenty of notebook paper, pen and pencil and a composition book.
Novels/Plays:  (These will be provided by the school; please see above note). We will not necessarily go in this order.

Grading:

I use a total point system; this does not mean that all assignments are equal in value; I think it is actually easier to do the math than for categories. 

It works like this: each assignment is given a point value. For example, have parents sign the syllabus and handbook is 10 points. The Alchemist annotation is worth 100. 
I have my papers signed on time 10 points or 100%

I get an 85 on my annotation (85%). 

This does not avg. a 93. This averages an 86. 

Total points earned divided by total points possible.  Here it is 95/110

Extra Credit— I do not like extra credit. My experience is that students want to raise a 9 weeks grade 9 points by reading Green Eggs and Ham. However, we did have some success last year with essay contests. I’ll revisit this as we go through the year.  

Late Essays --Late essays are charged 10 points a day per day.  
Make Up Tests/Quizzes –every day before school from 8:30 am. Almost never will tests and quizzes be made up in class. 
Classroom Rules
1.  Be on time.  Students need to be in their assigned seats when the tardy bell rings.   Enter the  classroom in an orderly fashion.  Class will start immediately after the tardy bell rings.  I enforce the GBHS tardy policy.

2.  Have materials ready.   Students are expected to come to class every day with minimum essentials such as paper, writing utensils, and the appropriate books.  Sharpen pencils before class begins.  Get organized early because I will not allow trips to lockers after class begins.

3. Raise your hand to be recognized.  When the teacher is talking or another student is asking a question it is imperative that you do not talk.   Talking while others have the floor is rude and will not be tolerated.  Chances are, a question being asked by a fellow student will address some concerns you have. 

4. Do English in English class.  Doing other subjects is another form of being impolite.  I want everyone on the same page, following along.  Violators run the risk of having their work impounded until after school. This sounds funny until I am holding your history homework and it is due 5th period. 
5. PHONES. I have one, but I think they are from the devil.  They will be kept in the phone locker. When you walk in, put it in a phone cubicle, lock it, and go have a seat. Unless we are using them for a class activity, they should not be anywhere near you.  We will usually have a COW if we need the internet for class. You may not take it with you to the bathroom if you need to use it. 
6.  Remain seated until the bell rings.   Know that getting out of your seat is distracting to teachers and other students.  Throw paper away after class; sharpen pencils before class.  Don't  start preparing  to leave class until about the last minute, not the last five.  Last period class will wait for the official dismissal.
7. Bathroom/Vending. We are self-contained. We have a bathroom, water, and A/C. Do not eat in here. You will not be allowed to leave for the machines. A water bottle is absolutely fine. 
8.  Respect other people, their property and school property.     Things like defacing desks, throwing trash on the floor, taking another's book, pencil etc., or other types of horseplay will not be tolerated. You are in the 10th grade gearing up for college and beyond. I do not expect any issues.
9. Take care of personal business on your own time, not class time.   Paying library fines returning books, making phone calls should be done before class. If you are needed elsewhere on campus, admin will call for you. 
10. Safe Campus: A lot is being made of making campuses secure and GBHS is no different. We may not like it, but it is the way things are. This is why all main doors are locked and badges are required of all of us. Here in the portable, we have a few extra challenges, but we will do our best. The door remains locked at all times. I am the only one who will open it if a visitor comes. In a lockdown, we will get under our desks and get quiet with all blinds drawn.
