Required elements of the persuasive speech—due December 12-15th  
1. You will give a 3-5 minute speech to the class on the same topic as your essay. In reality, shoot for between 3:15 and 4:45.
2. You may have a maximum of three note cards 5x7. This is a speech, not a reading. 
3. Part of the requirement is to create a poster board representation that illustrates the results of your survey and clearly shows your topic. All items on the board must be school appropriate. Sorry, for this one there will be no electronic media—no exceptions.  
4. This is expected to be as professional in quality as possible. You may bring it to class before school on the day you present. All boards will be left in the room for display/review. Make sure your name is on the back.
5. You should be professionally dressed on the day you present (see handout)
6. The order will be determined by luck of the draw: we will have 7 or 8 presenters per day. No trades allowed. Do not be absent or unprepared for your day.
7. I am providing a rubric for you. Practice. Also realize that you will most likely speak faster in front of the class than at home. Um, like, you know, should be eliminated

9. Immediately before you present, you will bring me this sheet with the two signatures from mandatory practice. 10 point deduction for each absent practice signature.
